•	 a social care need 

•	 a social housing need, and 

•	 a local connection to the West 
Berkshire Council area.

What does it cost?
Costs are made up of:

•	 rent, set at an affordable level 

•	 a service charge for all shared 
services, such as gardening, 
cleaning and utilities 

•	 a core care charge, for access 
to emergency and floating 
support, and 

•	 charges for care, based on 
your personal needs and 
circumstances. 

You’ll be offered a financial 
assessment to help you 
understand how much you’ll be 
expected to pay towards these 
costs and what welfare benefits 
you may be entitled to.
